MYSTERIOUS AFFAIR AT LONG
WHATTON.
A FARMER'S SON INJURED.

About eight on Monday morning, as young Mr.
Jhapmaun, of was proceeding to Mr.
Frederick Keightley’s farmhouse at Long Whatton,
he found Percy Keightley, aged 14, lying in the
home close in an unconscious condition, with a
severe wound on his forehead. The poor lad was
conveyed to his home, and a messenger despatched
to Loughborough for Dr. A. Kddowes The dociour
arrived about nine o'olock, and an examination ef the
boy led him to cenclude that he hud been heavily
struck oo the forehead with a cudgel or blunt instru-
meot. U'here were no signs to indicate a fracture of
the skall, though the eoncussion of the brain may
lead to most serious results. When Dr. Eddowes
arrived the boy was semi-conscious, aad remained 8o |
duriug the two hours which the docior passed at the
house. When asked for an expression of opinion,
Dr. Eddowes remarked that he 'was afraid the
sufferer had become worse dariog his stay.

The
police are able to state with some corfidence that no
other person was mear the lad between six and seven
o'clock, uuless he had been hiding with felonious
inteut, becauge ueither Mr. Bates, at Whutton Mill,
ner Mr. Keightly, nor his bousehold, saw anyone
abous.

Further details to hand dp not throw much light
on the affair. Oue suppesition is that the blow was
caused by the kick of a horse, There were a herse
and a mare with a lzouug feal in the field during the
vight, but Mr. Keightley firmly discredits this
supposition, and affirins that the howses would not
harm auy ene his children, treat them bow they
would. Dr. Yorke, sssistant to Messrs. Eddowes,
visited Loag Whatton ou Monday uight, and was
with the poor lad some time. He was able to detect
& slight improvement in the boy's condition since
the morning, but consciousness had not returned at
nine o’clock, and the lad was still in a very precarious
state. The Irishman was brought to the police-
station at Leughborough by P.S. imkton.
