PROPOSED NEW CEMETERY AT[HATHERN,

EXTRAORDINARY MEETING.

A vestrv meeting was held, pursuant to notice, in
the Charity Boboolroom,@m. on Fridsy, to
take into consideration the question of pro g5
new burial ground for the parish, the present charch-
ﬂard being considered full. The rector, the Rev. J.

. Lawrence, occopied the chair, aod the attend-
ance was exceptionally large. Amongst the compan

sent were Mr. Heory Harriman and Mr. H.
itchell (charchwardens), Mr. Heory Burrowes, Mr.
H. Swift, Mr. H. Simpkin (vestry clerk), Mr. Silas
Groves, Mr. F. Faller, Mr. Wm., Widdowson, Mr.
W. Sibson, and Mr. J. A. Swift,

The CHAmgMmAN, in his opening remarks, said
the question that he wished to bring before
them was the necessity for the provision of
& good buryiog-ground. The present church-
yard was quite full. Upon eve occasion
of a burial the remains of the departed were dis-
turbed, and he thoughtit was kigh time a new
burial ground was provided. He thought it was
most painful to s#e the remains of the depsarted
disturbed in the way described, and for a clergyman
to have to repeat the same solema words when con-
ductiog & tuneral over the dead that have gone
before. This was of course only a preliminary meet-
ing. The chief question to decide that night waa
whether or 00 it was thought neccsanry to provide a
new burial ground for the parish, It they con-
asidered the time had come, were the parishioners




willing to surrender a portion of land for that pur-

e? Many would prefer, if it conld

arranged, for the present churchyard to
'be enlarged. He understood that could only
| be doune by taking in three gardens belonging to the
| Christ College. He uoderstood that it was quite
possible an exchange might be made with the
college authorities, If it could not be arranged
they might think well over other land in the
parish for the purpose of providing » cemetery. He
uoderstood there was land situate in the Shepshed-
road belongiog to the parish, in the occupation of
Mr. Henry Harriman, but of course this would
entail more expence if land wae acquired which was
away from the churchyard. A new wall would be
required to enclos: it, paths wonld be needed, &a.,
but if the lend adjoining the three cottsges b-fore
mentioned near the churchyard could be acquired
the expense would be very little indeed. The first
part of vhe meeting was to consider whether the
time had come for some alteration to be made, and
if so the beat way to make it. A disoussion was
invited. ‘

Mr. Hesey Burrowes said he thought it would
be a very goodl thing to approach the collega
authorities with a view to see whether they would
sell the land referred to. (Hear, hear.)




Mr, F. FurLLER #aid he thought the chairman was
quite right in bringing the matter up. (Hear, hear.)
1t waa quite certain the lime had com2 when a oew
burying-ground should be provided. He remembered
the subject was before the parish 20 years ago, and
if it was considered then that something shonld be
done, surely ic was time now., (Hear, hoar.) The
guestion at that time was the expeuse, and he knew
qnite well it would be the expense this time.
(Hear, hear.)

Mr. SiLas Groves said he had heard there was
room yet for many more barials at the top end of the
church. Was this correct ? .

The Cuarmax : There was room, but it simply
meant disturbing the 1emains of the departed. 1f
there was nov personal fecling agaiost this he (the
cnairman) was quite willing to go oo as usual,

Mr. Burrowes : Can anyone tcll bow long it is
since there was any interment on the lefi hand side
at the top end of the church ?

Mr. FuLter : What our chairman wants to koow
is whether ve want a new burying grouod or not.

Tne OwainvMaAN swid he thought they would be
studying economy in opening a new ground from
a sapitary point of view. He wished to try the
feelings of all the parishioners. In apswer to Mor,
HurRowEs, the chauman added he was an an eye-

The CrairMAN: From a legal standpoint the
parish are bound when the churchyard is fall to
provide a new burial ground.

Mr. H. Mircaenn (parish warden) thought it
would be as well to adjourn the mecting for a fort-
pight to «nable people in the parish to study what
was best to be done.

The rector had never
mentioned the matter to him, and he thought as it
was so new the parish bardly knew what to do or
think. He moved that the whole question be waived
