Enlisted at Scunthorpe. Like his colleague John,
Arnold joined “The Tigers” in the same 6th
Battalion. Maybe they were pals. They were to die
on the same battlefield only a month apart.

The Tigers. Several Leicestershire Regiments
served together in the 110th Brigade, 21st Division.
They first arrived in France in July 1916 and
remained at the front for the rest of the the war.
These Battalions saw 3017 soldiers killed in the
name of their King and Country.

Died in the Battle of Epehy. Arnold died on March
21st, 1918, the first day of a major German
offensive. His body was never found.
